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Last year it was my great privilege to introduce into
Parliament a series of new laws which, when they come into
effect, will lift nearly all the remaining restrictions on native
people living in Western Australia.

Parliament, when it passed these laws, clearly showed that
it believed the native population was ready to accept the added
privileges and responsibilities that will follow and | am sure the
future will prove this belief was well founded.

This booklet has been issued to help you meet some of
the new problems you will encounter and tells you who to go
to if you are in any doubt.
