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Unemployment and sickness benefits
Do you know what to do if you are out of Work?
Do you know what to do if you are sick and cannot Work?
It may be that you are entitled to Commonwealth Social Service Benefits if you are:
Temporarily out of work because your employer does not have any further work for you and has ‘paid you off’.
You have become sick either through illness or because of an accident. This is different to Workers’ Compensation, but you can still be helped.
REMEMBER
[bookmark: _GoBack]You cannot receive benefits if you have been dismissed from work through your own fault or misbehaviour. And you cannot receive benefits if you have a record of long periods of unemployment when there was plenty of work about and there is evidence to show that you might have got work if you had tried a little harder to do so.
BENEFIT RATES ARE
Adult or married minor = $ 8.25
Single person aged 16-17 = $3.50
Single person aged 18-20 = $4.75
Each child under 16 = $1.50
So, if you are a family man with a wife and two children your weekly rate of benefit would be :
For yourself = $ 8.25
For your wife =  $6.00
For Two children at $1.50 each = $3.00
Weekly rate = $17.25
If you are a single young man of 18-20 you would be paid $4.75 a week.
When you are out of work and need help, call at your nearest Native Welfare Department Office and ask the staff for advice about Unemployment Benefits.
If you are sick, send a member of your family or friend to the Native Welfare Department Office or get a message to the District Officer. He will help you and be pleased to do so. If you are to get help quickly you must not delay in making an application to the Department of Social Services.
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
